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Under the provisions of R.S. 15:574.2 and the Louisiana Administrative Code, Title 22, 
Part IX, the Louisiana Board of Pardons-Parole Committee has the authority to sanction 
an offender's disorder, threatening, or insolent behavior, or use of insulting, abusive, or 
obscene language at a hearing or in written communication with the offender's parole 
application. 

The Board's decision to sanction may result in the immediate and unfavorable 
termination of the proceedings and the applicant's right to make future application for 
parole may be suspended for two years.
