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BOARD POLICY 

SUBJECT: SEX OFFENDERS, GENERAL 

PURPOSE: To establish special conditions relative to sex offenders 
(Registration and Notification) 

AUTHORITY: LAC Title 22, Part XI, Chapter 9; La. R.S. 15:574.2, La. R.S. 
15:538 et seq., La. R.S. 15:542 et seq. 

POLICY: 

It is the policy of the Committee on Parole that certain special conditions shall apply to sex 
offenders. These special conditions represent a cooperative effort between the Committee, the 
Department of Public Safety and Corrections, and local law enforcement agencies to minimize 
the threat of sex offenders to the community when an offender is released on parole supervision. 

PROCEDURES: 

1. In addition to any other notification requirement imposed by law, any sex offender
released on parole shall be required to register and provide notification as a sex offender
in accordance with R.S. 15:542, et seq.

2. Any sex offender released on parole shall be required to comply with the prohibitions and
conditions of parole detailed in R.S. 15:538, et seq.

3. Any sex offender released on parole shall be required to comply with conditions of R.S.
15:574.2
